The Power of Family

OK, I'll admitit. I'm still adjusting to having my son Eric away at college. Yet at 19
years of age it’s where he needs to be as he seeks to understand God’ s plan and purpose
for hislife.

Earlier thisweek Eric called and asked Robin, Karyn and me to pray for him as he
prepared to take a calculus exam. We have done that before and once again we prayed
and asked God to give him the wisdom to recall everything that he had studied. He
called today and shared the good news. He received an A on the test.

There’' s something comforting in having family that you can turn to and share your
joys and disappointments. That’s the reason that | still call my parents and my brother
nearly every week. It'swhy Robin and I still share our experiences from the day before we go to sleep. It'salso the
reason that God intended us to be part of aliteral family and a spiritual family of faith. He knows that we need support
and encouragement as we seek to live for Him. There's no such thing as Lone Ranger Christians.

The apostle Paul tells usto, “Bear one another’ s burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ.” (Galatians 6:2) The apostle
James echoes this command, “1f you really fulfill the royal law according to the Scripture, ‘ You shall love your neighbor
asyourself,” you do well.” (James 2:8)

Why this big emphasis on family? Because God Himself isafamily (see Genesis 1:26,27). It's the reason that God
created the first human family (see Genesis 3:18-24) and why Jesus created the church (see Acts 2:42-47). God knew
that the only way that we can grow physically, emotionally and spiritually isto be part of aloving, caring family.

With the shout of “OORAH!” you knew that you were in the presence of US
Marines. And it isgreat to bein the presence of the Marines. These are dedicated
young men and women who are in the best shape of their lives both physically
and mentally. They are very polite, positive, and polished. They arethewarriors
of the military, willing to go in and secure the most hostile environment, with
the mindset that the United States of America needs to preserve her freedom.
They are willing to fight and die for that freedom—more than most of us are
truly willing to do.

During the 34th running of the Marine Corps Marathon, there were many signs
on the sidelines as well as on the competitors. One shirt on someone who was
walking read “Don’t passmeor I'll cry.” Another said “Running to prevent
Crones Disease.” But the shirt and sign that | saw that spoke to me the most
was “Earned. Never given.” Thismust be a new Marines motto that is coming
out, although it was not on the Marines website. A bus was painted with the
Marine sword stating the same “ Earned. Never given.” motto.

When | think about what it takes to be aMarine, | think that thisis a great motto.
Not just anyone can be aMarine. It is something to be earned after much effort,
many hours of training, and a truckload of determination. To be called aUS
Marineis an honor that istruly earned. It cannot be given to anyone because
of what it takes to become a Marine.

AsaChristian, | aways think of things from the mindset of a Christian—through Christian colored lenses, if you
will. Whileit istrue that no one will ever be given the honor of being called a Marine without the effort, the same
cannot be said for our standing with Jesus. To be called a marathoner, you must train, work, and achieve. But to be
called a Christian, al you need to do is accept what Jesus did for you. Jesus has done the hard work. He has defeated
the enemy and He has defeated death. To be right in the eyes of God the motto needs to be reversed: “Given. Never
Earned.”
