Ministries with a Mission!

Every spring with the consistency of daffodils bursting forth in bloom Adventist churches across North America begin
a process known as Nominating Committee.  Simply put Nominating Committee is a prayerful process where members
of the church family are matched with various ministries of the church.  But as effective as that process is there are
other ministries- individual, personal ministries- that are born and nurtured through the passion of individual believers
who have been inspired by the Holy Spirit.

For Bonnie Kipple her personal ministry began by being asked to fill in as the leader for the Tuesday morning prayer
meeting during the gap between Pastor Crawley’s leaving and Pastor Don’s arrival. She led out in the seven-month
period and really enjoyed it. Sometimes there would be only two people present but they studied and prayed together
and were blessed that they had met.

When Pastor Don arrived he asked her to continue as the leader and she agreed. The small group prayer meeting has
grown and now the attendance is 18-20 per week and those attending love it. They share one another’s burdens, their
joys and sorrows. They choose a book to read and discuss it chapter by chapter at the meetings. The current selection
is The Coming of the Comforter by LeRoy Froom, who was a contemporary of Ellen White. And then there’s the 
prayer that is so powerful in their lives. They share answered prayers and praise God for them. Pastor Duane and
Barbara have been a great addition to the small group. They meet each Tuesday morning at 11:00.  Their next book
will be one by Dr. Philip Samaan.

Pastor Sammy Ngetich and wife Dinah came from Kenya to further their studies in the United States.  Pastor Sammy
has earned a Masters degree in Education Community Counseling and is working on a doctorate. Dinah has completed

her Masters in Nurse Practitioner training and works for Baptist Hospital.
She also helps with Pathfinders.

All the while, Pastor Sammy has been ministering to the people in Kenya
by phone each week. On Sundays, he calls from his home to a radio 
station in Washington, DC and preaches for a half-hour program. It is 
then relayed to Nairobi, Kenya.  From there it’s picked up on the Internet
and beamed to East Africa and Europe to some 3-3.5 million listeners.

Locally Pastor Sammy also serves as a pastor to a non-denominational
group of Kenyans in the area that meets once a month on Sunday evenings
for two hours. He has also been involved in Adventist Kenyan immigrant
prayer groups and does marriage and family counseling free by phone.
In addition he does a Saturday evening family life teleconference. Since
this is proving to be a heavy load, he is hoping to teach during the week
and do marriage counseling on the weekend. He’s called pastor because
in Kenya he received his bachelors’ degree in theology from the University

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True Heroes Needed
Over the past two weeks the attention of the world has been focused on the 2010 Winter
Olympics in Vancouver, British Columbia.  With the United States leading the medal
count with 37 total medals interest in these Olympics has been better than expected.
Heart-warming stories of everyday young men and women and the sacrifices they had
made have been a welcome break from the seemingly endless cycle of negative news
that dominates our world.

It’s not that these individuals have been perfect.  There have been several unfortunate
incidents such as the death of 21-year-old Georgian luge athlete, Nodar Kumaritashvili.
Dutch speed skater Sven Kramer was stripped of a gold medal for illegally changing
lanes, and US downhill skier Julia Mancuso was dissing fellow skier Lindsey Vonn for
wiping out on her ski run and thus delaying Mancuso’s run down the slopes.

Still there are many other stories that were more uplifting and hopeful.  For example, talented skier Chris Del Bosco, who
had spent years abusing alcohol, finally entered treatment, overcame his addiction and was able to compete for the
Canadian ski-cross team. Canadian figure skater Joannie Rochette lost her mother unexpectedly to a heart attack but
competed anyway and won a bronze medal.  And 33-year-old skier Todd Lodwick came out of retirement at the urging
of his wife, to help the United States win the first medal in 85 years in Nordic combined which links ski jumping and
cross-country skiing.

As humans we all seem to need our heroes.  Role models that we can look up to.  Someone who can give us a reason to
hope.  Someone who can help us to forget our worries.

Unlike these airbrushed, nearly perfect looking individuals God chose a different type of hero for His kingdom.  These
individuals were flawed.  They had murdered, deceived, committed adultery, worked as a prostitute and wavered in their
faith.  Paul lists them in Hebrews chapter 11.  Still like Moses they, “regarded disgrace for the sake of Christ as of greater
value than the treasures of Egypt, because they were looking ahead to their reward.” (Hebrews 11:26)

Jesus is looking for such heroes today.  Men, women and youth who are willing to sacrifice for the cause of Christ so
that others can know Jesus.

Ed Nichol was that kind of hero to me as a teenager.  Ed taught auto body in high school.  He was not gifted in sports
or in music.  He was not charismatic.  Yet Ed was willing to pick up teenagers once a month for Friday night youth group
in his 72’ Chevy Nova.  Those youth group meetings made a difference in my life because I knew that Ed and other
church members, who hosted the meetings in their homes, cared for us.  I’m where I am today because of them.

Jesus needs more heroes like Ed in His church today.  When a member of the Nominating Committee calls you and asks
you to serve in a ministry for this upcoming church year please prayerfully consider what Jesus may be calling you to
do.  More than ever Jesus needs heroes.

of East Africa and pastored several churches. He seeks your prayers for his
ongoing mission work.  

Roger Tise has regularly filled the pulpits of about 15 different Adventist
churches for the last four years throughout the Carolina Conference with some
visits into the Potomac Conference and one trip to Arkansas. He has also held
four ShareHim evangelistic series and two revival series and does this on a
volunteer basis.

The next ShareHim series will be held in March of 2011 in Albemarle where
they are spending $13,000 this year in a “seeding” project in preparation for
the meetings. The plan calls for delivering 5 different sharing books to 1,000
different homes in the community throughout 2010. Each book delivered will
have a Bible correspondence card and a book mark inside. The book mark
has the message on it that this is a free gift from the Revelation of Hope
Seminars which will be coming to their area in the future. The church has
divided up the town into sections and has already delivered the first book,
Bible Answers, which is an excerpt of Bible Readings for the Home, the book
that was instrumental in the founding of the Kernersville Church. Your prayers
are solicited for the Albemarle members as they work this seeding plan leading
up to the evangelistic series next spring.

Harold Whitley, Rick Tilbury and Chule Walker continue their prison ministry
each Thursday evening. They have been at this for several years and have had
three baptisms from the inmates. JoAn Strother, Kathy Raible and sometimes
Melinda Jenkins are visiting the women’s prison in Lexington each Wednesday
evening where they visit inmates and along with other volunteers present a
program of prayer and songs. This is part of the Yoke Fellow program like in
the men’s prison. JoAn said that there are about 140 women in the prison.
They are very appreciative for anything the ladies can do for them. Kathy said
they liked her pen last week and she left it for them. They are taking more
ballpoint pens this week for the ladies to use in their journals. JoAn and Kathy
solicit your prayers for the program there.

Ellen White in her book Ministry of Healing tells us how important personal
ministries should be in our lives: “There is need of coming close to the people
by personal effort. If less time were given to sermonizing, and more time
were spent in personal ministry, greater results would be seen. The poor are
to be relieved, the sick cared for, the sorrowing and the bereaved comforted,
the ignorant instructed, the inexperienced counseled. We are to weep with
those that weep, and rejoice with those that rejoice. Accompanied by the
power of persuasion, the power of prayer, the power of the love of God, this
work will not, cannot, be without fruit.” (p. 143)

Pastor Duane &
Barbara Peterson
Pastor Duane and Barbara Peterson met during their academy/college
years at a summer camp for young Adventist evangelists.  “She was a
beautiful, cheerful, tomboy and I was proud to show off my athletic skills
by hitting a home run in a baseball game we were playing,” says Pastor
Duane.  A year later, during his senior year at Emmanuel
Missionary College, they began dating, and were married in Petersburg, IL before leaving to attend the Seminary
in Takoma Park, MD.  Together, they’ve pastored churches in five different conferences around the country.  They
were also involved in Youth Camp ministry for about 15 summers, and spent about eight years in two different
academies before retiring to the Kernersville area in recent years.

Pastor Duane was born and raised in Rock Island, IL, and attended public school in an era where safety, fun, and
responsibility were the norm.  “I banked a $500 bill for my Mom in a downtown bank when I was in the 5th grade,”
he says proudly.  “Our family was searching for truth, and we first became members of the Reorganized Church
of Latter-day Saints,” he says.  “During this time, our family was studying with an Adventist Bible Worker.  My
Mom and Nana had us all going to church on Sabbath and Sunday for six months.”  In their quest for Bible truth,
they eventually became Seventh-day Adventists.  “I was excited to learn of the SDA Christian boarding academy,
but I was sick to leave my football and other organized sports behind,” he says.  He made the decision on his own
at the age of 14 to leave home to attend Academy, and was in the Adventist school system for the next ten years.
After his freshmen year at Broadview Academy, he was baptized in the Moline-Rock Island SDA church by Elder
Harold Calkins. He felt God’s call to be a pastor in the 8th grade.  He spent five summers during his academy and
college years as a student literature evangelist in Illinois and Indiana.

Barbara was born in Chicago, IL, and was adopted as a baby.  Her birth mother reclaimed her at nine months, but
she was taken away again and put in a foster home.  At four years of age, her mother reclaimed custody again and
she lived with her until the age of 11.  During this time, Barbara insisted on going to a Catholic school and had her
first communion.  At 12, she was put in another foster home where the lady of the house attended a SDA church.
It was there that she learned of the Sabbath and was baptized.  Barbara had to leave that home when she was 17,
but talked her caseworker into having the state pay some towards her tuition.  She worked to pay the rest so that
she could attend Broadview Academy her senior year.  It was then that she first met Duane at the summer camp.

“Barbara and I have been a team— living, loving, serving, parenting, and complementing one another.  It has been
and continues to be a wonderful journey,” says Pastor Duane.  While serving as a pastor in this area in the late 60’s
as a young couple with two small children, they learned to love the people here and wanted to come back.  “I drug
my feet all across the U.S. when Duane moved us to California in the early 70’s,” says Barbara.  “I always insisted
that I wanted to retire in Kernersville.”  Now in retirement, he serves as head elder, and continues to pastor, teach,
and preach, as he serves Jesus.  “I’m still His ambassador,” he says with a genuine and contagious grin.  “A sunny
servant for the SON!”  Barbara serves the church as a Sabbath school teacher, helps at the Food Pantry every other
week, and together they coordinate the fruit program, which raises funds for the Worthy Student Fund.

In his “spare time,” Pastor Duane enjoys sports, reading spiritual and historical material, library research, writing
articles for the Adventist Review and Ministry magazines, traveling, and holding Marriage Encounter weekends
in Canada, Puerto Rico and the U.S.  Barbara’s hobbies are reading, quilting, card making, any type of needle work,
gardening, their dog Pixie, and their three birds—Baby Bird, Lil’ Bit, and Billy Bob.

TCA REPORT
Þ 73 students is the current enrollment; this is down one non-constituent student from the first semester
Þ February 1, 2010 – Parent/ Teacher Conferences
Þ A School of  Excellence committee will interview pastors, school staff  and church members to learn how the school

can be improved academically and spiritually.

PATHFINDER DATE REQUEST
VOTED to grant the Pathfinder’s request to use our facility overnight on May 16, 2010 for those who want to arrive in the
evening as opposed to driving up early on Sunday morning.  There will be a Bike for Life training ride in Kernersville on
Sunday, May 17th.

PASTOR’S REPORT
Þ Tithes and Offerings were down in 2009 for the Carolina Conference.  Tithe was down 6.4% and Carolina Advance

was down 4%.
Þ Since 2008, $2,500,000 has been cut from the Conference Budget.  Those cuts are approximately equivalent to salaries

for seven (7) Pastors, for that same term.
Þ We need to be praying for our Conference and for all other Conferences during this time of  economic challenge.

FAMILY PROMISE MINISTRY DISCUSSION
Our next scheduled weeks to host Family Promise participants are March 21-28 and May 2-9.

WALK THROUGH BETHLEHEM
Þ There were 1,863 in attendance for the event this year; down from 2,690 in 2008, a 31% decline.  We attribute the 

drop in attendance to the extremely cold, wet weather during the first week and possibly due to less advertising.
Þ Sunday night the attendance was almost totally non Seventh-day Adventist.
Þ Cindy Blevins has agreed to take over the leadership in 2010 with Reed Christman assisting her.
Þ One goal is to make the program more easily wheel chair accessible for 2010.
Þ Another objective is to pull out all stops in utilizing free advertising to increase attendance in 2010.

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       Dear TCA Constituents, Alumni, Staff, Parents, and Students:

The Spirit has granted us so many gifts over the past fifty-three years at TCA that it’s
impossible to number them all.  But there are three “mighty blessings” I’ve been
honored to witness in the six years I’ve been administering for Jesus at His school in
the Triad.

The first came when we had a low of forty-some students back around the turn of this
century and many of the intelligent, spiritual folks in our four constituent churches got
together the year before I arrived and formed a Strategic Task Force committee in order to address some of the challenges
the school was facing, and to offer some suggestions for capitalizing on what was working and what needed to improve.
Their efforts resulted in a sharp increase in enrollment in the next couple of years as people in our great Adventist
community began to see the importance in which our churches hold TCA, for offering quality education, reinforcement
of our spiritual values, and a safe environment.

During my administration we had a second blessing and another dramatic increase in enrollment when we decided to
implement permanent Pre-K and 11th/12th grades to our program.  Parents recognized we were offering one location for
all of their Adventist Education needs on a single campus, from Pre-K through high school, at a relatively reasonable
price, and this resulted in our having ninety-three students finishing the school year in 2009… a true doubling of our
numbers from just eight years previous.

Throughout the past six years we have continued to add quality, credentialed teachers with many years’ positive experience
to our staff, and have been blessed with accompanying dedicated board members working in harmony with each other.
Where previously there was rancor and contention among some of the churches, we have instead seen a harmonious effort
to continue making TCA better and better.

It is now time for us to take the next step (the third blessing if you will), rising above the current plateau to new heights
through pursuit of the School of Excellence protocols set forth by the Southern Union.  In five broad areas of assessment
we are spending the next two years addressing every feature of our school from campus facility, to spiritual environment,
to scholastic quality, technology, marketing, and much more.  These five areas spell out the acronym GREAT, where we
are striving to consistently be: God-centered; Results-oriented; an Environment which nurtures; Aligned with national
& SDA standards; and be a Team effort.  That “team effort” means that we are all working together to make this happen,
including Union, Conference, School Board, Churches, Teachers, Staff, Students, Families, and Individuals.

Past problems in our SDA schools have left many of us fractured on how we view Adventist Education.  Some had a
terrible experience because a past school, perhaps even ours, was deemed too liberal/grace-oriented or too conservative/law-
oriented.  We strive to be balanced, prayerfully addressing each conflict that may arise on a case-by-case basis with Jesus
as our Example and Guide.  We hope that whether you are a long-term devotee and “fan” of Adventist schools, or one
who holds some suspicions and doubts, that you will give TCA a fresh look, volunteer to be involved, and pray for our
success.
